Chonggqing Jiaotong University, China and Phetchaburi Rajabhat University, Thailand,
are hereinafter referred to as “parties to this MOU” .

2. The implementation of the activities stated in clause 1 above will be separately
negotiated, determined and accepted by both universities, and documented in a separate
agreement for each of the activities. The agreement signed separately shall be attached to this

Agreement and shall have the same legal effect as this Agreement.
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3. This MOU is effective for a period of __ years from the date the legal representatives of the
Parties or their authorized agents sign and affix thereto the official seals of the Parties.
Extensions and/or modifications may be made as agreed to by both parties and shall be made
in writing and come into force after the legal representatives of the Parties or their authorized

agents sign and affix the official seals ofthe Parties. Either party may terminate this MOU by

providing the other with a six (6) months prior written notice.

4. The parties agree that all disputes arising pursuant to this MOU shall be resolved by way of

negotiations and discussions and with a view to an amicable settlement and mutual benefit of

the parties without reference to any third party or, local or international tribunal.
